to make something fantastic; enjoyable 
wines that are full of character and depth.
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Our family estate vineyards are 
located in the VQA appellation
of the Short Hills Bench.

Bright, white and out of sight; the triumvirate 
of Riesling, Chardonnay and Gewürztraminer. 
Long names and hard to pronounce, so we 
call this wine 'White'. Not just another single 
varietal wine -- why choose one grape when 
you can have three? Think lime citrus and 
apple freshness with a dash of lychee fruit, 
in that order. As someone said at a recent 
event, “tastes like a sun-vacation”.
